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After the Test

You will need to lie on your back for 15 to 20 minutes.

The nurse will check the bandage for any signs of bleeding.

Y ou may have some bruising or mild discomfort.

You can remove the bandage the day after your biopsy.

Test results are sent to your doctor. Your doctor will share the results with you.

Call your doctor right away if you have pain going down your leg or bleeding
where the biopsy was taken.
