A blood pressure cuff is put on yoarm. Your blood pressure and
heart rate are checked often.

A clip is put on your fingeto check your oxygen level.
You may be given oxygen todmthe during the test.
Your mouth and nose are sprayed with numbing medicine.

The doctor puts the tube into yourseoor mouth. You may feel the
tube in your throat or the ne¢al cough. You will be able to
swallow and breathe.

Your doctor will be talking to gu, but you should not talk during
the test. This helps keep you from having a sore throat.

The doctor removes mucous andsstie sample if needed.
The tube is then removed.

After the Test

The nurse will check you oftenrfabout 1 hour after the test.

Medicines given during the testll make you sleepy. You will
need to have an adult famityember or friend take you home for
your safety.

In about 2 hours, the numbing meide wears off and you will be
able to eat and drink.

You may have a sore nose or thy@ahoarse voice, or a cough. It
is normal to cough up a small amount of blood.
